This award was established by the State of Alaska to recognize recipients for 
their dedicated service and volunteerism to their profession, their community, 
and the State of Alaska in promoting safety over a ‘lifetime.’ 

At a minimum, the nominee must: 

• Be a resident of Alaska. 

• Have dedicated 20 years or more to the field of Safety and Health, creating a significant and 
measurable impact on the health and safety of Alaskans. 

• Be highly regarded by their peers as an outstanding "HSE Professional," known for expertise, 
professionalism, and leadership. 

• Demonstrate extraordinary ability and substantial contributions to the field of HSE through 
achievements in business, volunteering, or a combination of both. 

• Provide clear and compelling evidence of leadership, innovation, or transformative initiatives 
that have advanced safety and health standards or practices in Alaska. 

NOTE: If additional information or clarification is needed by the award committee, the applicant will be 
notified. The applicant will be disqualified if any of the data proves incorrect or the applicant is 
unresponsive.
